Says Bowls SA president, Allan Freeman: “We shall miss three of our brilliant and the youngest in Tracy at 25, women players, b ut Port Natal’s talented multi-discipline champion Jill Hackland (Umhlali CC, the women’s Open Singles champion plays; fellow international Louise Larkin (RDLI), with Protea Bronwyn Webber at third, will grace the greens, but they can expect a torrid time from another Johannesburg Bowling Association Green and Gold girl Sharon Glenn (Bedfordview).
Elma Davis (George, Eden Bowls) had a fantastic 2013 and will defend her fours title won in Durban, but from Ekurhuleni come dogged Ellie van Coller (Benoni CC) and dashing now retired bank manager Jenny Jones (Edenvale); WP Protea Cheryl Cox has a hot Edgemead side in action to boot. 

It will be interesting to watch Sega Mokoto (SANDF) and her side in action - a big step up for the Potchefstroom rising star.

In the singles, apart from the usual suspects, former SA Masters champion Louise Roediger (Strand) plus a host of other major titles will have her eyes fixed on a gold medal.
